Activity

Identifying Types of Angles with Parallel Lines

Purpose: To identify various types of angles when two parallel lines are cut by a transversal.

Materials: Twizzlers Candy (three strips per student-two of one color and the third strip a different color), either M&Ms or Skittles (one pack per student), napkins (one per student), paper for notes, pencil

Activity: At the beginning of class give to each student three Twizzler strips, Skittles, and one napkin. 
· Unfold the napkin and lay it flat on your desk.

· Position your twizzlers like this:
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Your parallel lines should be one color and the transversal another color.

· Assort your skittles by color.

· Define the following terms:

1. Interior Angles

2. Alternate Interior Angles 

3. Corresponding Angles 

4. Same-Side Interior Angles

· Use a different color skittles to make the angles mentioned above.

· Try to make the following angles:

1. Exterior Angles

2. Alternate Exterior Angles

3. Vertical Angles

· Use your skittles and twizzlers to make the following triangles:

1. Equilateral

2. Equiangular

3. Acute

4. Right

5. Obtuse

6. Scalene

7. Isosceles
